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Ch.5 Today’s Students:
1.  De facto segregation: when whites live in different neighborhoods than minorities.

2. ELL: English-language learners.

3.  Bilingual education: educating English-language learners by teaching them one part at a time in their native language.

4. ESL: English as a Second Language
5. Two-way or dual-language programs: teach fluency in both languages, so that a class of both language-minority and native English-speaking students become fluent in both languages.

6. Immersion programs: English only classes without any native-language communication.

7. English only programs have been criticized because many educators and linguists argue that valuing and honoring new immigrants’ native languages enhances their self-esteem and their possibility for academic success.

8. It’s important to be aware of the religious beliefs of the students so that I am to be neutral about every religion and am to never offend a child.

9. LGBT: lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender individuals.

a. Because  fear often prevents these students from revealing their sexual identities.

b. By always making sure the groups are mixed with different races and that everyone is aware of the Bully Free rules. I will always keep an eye out on every student and be aware of the signs of bulling.

10. SES: socioeconomic status
a. SES ties into education by relates to social capital which means if everyone connects in a social aspect the more advantages they have intellectually.
11.Overlapping attributes: when the aspect of student diversity has been considered to be not isolated or independent. An example would be poverty intersecting with the need of learning another language.

12. Students at risk: when children are in danger of not completing school or not acquiring the education they need to be successful citizens.

13. The dropout rate: the percentage of students who fail to complete high school or to earn an equivalency degree.

a. The students might dropout for reasons such as substance, or child abuse, poverty, homelessness, hunger, depression or teen pregnancy. 

14. Multicultural education: when education that aims to create equal opportunities for students from diverse, racial, ethnic, social class, and cultural groups.

15. Culturally relevant pedagogy: teaching practices that place culture of the learner at the center of instruction. Cultural referents become aspects f the formal curriculum.

16. Title IX: part of the Education Amendments of 1972 which prohibits discrimination on the basis of sec in any federally funded education program or activity.

17. The advantages of single gender schools are having more opportunities for leadership and verbal expression. 

18. Gender equity: the state of being fair and just toward males and females, to show preference to neither and concern for both.

19. The law views the teaching of evolution and intelligence design that these things do not insist of calling that intelligence on God. 

20. The theory of multiple intelligences: the theory that intelligence is not a single fixed attribute, rather a collection of several different types of ability.

21. Three major learning styles are:

a.  auditory learners who learn best through verbal lectures, discussions, talking things through and listening to what others say. 

b. Visual learners need to see a teacher’s body language and facial expression to fully understand the content of the lesson. 

c. Kinesthetic learners who learn best through a hands on approach, actively exploring the physical world around them.
